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How to Use This Course  
 
Just Do It!  
 
It would be extremely beneficial for you to read 
through everything in the Logical Lead Guitar 
course book(s), perhaps over and over, until you 
fully comprehend it all. HOWEVER, you don't have  to 
comprehend the theory behind this material (or any 
of the material in this entire course) to start 
putting it to use.  
 
In fact, I HIGHLY RECOMMEND you start putting the 
physical components – the riffs, scales, arpeggios,  
and exercises you see in this course – to use 
immediately, even before you comprehend the more 
mental aspects of everything I've written in the 
Logical Lead Guitar course.  
 
This is important:  Don't  get hung up on the theory, 
and don't waste time and frustrate yourself over-
analyzing things.  
 
I've seen students do this and cause considerable 
delays in their growth as a guitarist. Keep in mind  
that, in order to become a highly-skilled 
guitarist, first and foremost , your fingers need a 
lot  of exercise. Your brain will have plenty of 
time to sort out the details during and after you 
get your fingers doing their job .  
 
Just start playing the examples and exercises and 
musical pieces right away, and get your fingers in 
motion – and keep them in motion as much as 
possible. The "book" knowledge sometimes takes a 
long time – and quite a few repeat readings – to 
sink in and make sense. You might read through this  
book now and be left with a big fat, "Huh???"  
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But three months from now, or even two years from 
now, re-reading a certain section of this book 
might cause you to go, "Oh, now I get it!!!" That's  
how it worked for me on many occasions, and I've 
seen it work that way for many, many of my private 
students.  
 
But, all that time you were struggling to 
understand concepts , you woulda, coulda, and 
definitely shoulda been workin' those fingers !!!  
 
Hey, I'd love for you to learn the guitar and  the 
music theory inside and out, right off the bat. But  
more importantly, I want you to have fun doing it! 
And I just want you to be able to play the guitar 
really well, whether or not you understand the 
music theory behind everything you do.  
 
Just play – the understanding will come over time. 
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Locking The Patterns Together 
 
Working With Adjacent Patterns  
 
I ran through this type of exercise in the book 
"Mastering the Seven Diatonic Scale Patterns," but 
it's so important an exercise, I've included it 
here again, this time in a different key, and with 
a different type of scale pattern – not to mention 
with many more exercises for you to grow from. You 
should put these exercises to use between ALL scale  
patterns! 
 
The point of these exercises is to lock together 
two adjacent (or even non-adjacent) scale patterns 
– whether they are diatonic or pentatonic – in your  
muscle and mental memory.  
 
In other words, after you've done these exercises a  
whole bunch of times, you'll be able to slide from 
one scale pattern to the next one up the neck 
without going to the wrong fret. And after you've 
done these exercises enough times, you'll be able 
to soar through various scale patterns without even  
thinking about what fret you're at – or where 
you're supposed to be.  
 
It's truly amazing how the muscle memory of the 
hand can perfect things your brain might still be 
struggling with. Just do this exercise a lot, and 
trust your hands! 
 
In the book and DVD section titled "Mastering The 
Seven Diatonic Scale Patterns" I referred to these 
exercises as "Puzzle Locking Patterns." I did so 
because, upon examination of any two adjacent scale  
patterns, you see that they fit together like 
puzzle pieces.  
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And the goal here is to "lock" the puzzle pieces 
together, so that, when you're playing lead guitar,  
you can slide effortlessly from one pattern into 
the next without even having to think about the 
hand movement, or how many frets you need to slide.   
 
Also, when you change keys, and you change the 
position of any one of your scale patterns (for me 
it is typically the 6 th  diatonic pattern that I use 
as a sort of "home base") all the other patterns 
will fall immediately right into place without my 
even having to think about what fret they need to 
be at – all because I've done the following 
exercises so many times.  
 
You too can accomplish this by doing the "Puzzle 
Locking Exercises" demonstrated in the Diatonic 
Scales section of this course, and by practicing 
Exercises 18 through 27 below. Take your time with 
these. You can do this! 
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Exercise 18  
 
For Exercise 18 we'll use the main and second 
pentatonic patterns. Key doesn't really matter 
here, but on the DVD I demonstrated in the key of F  
minor, simply because I want you to think about 
starting all the exercises in this book at the 
first fret, and then repeating them on every fret.  
 
So, we'll play the first four notes in the main 
pentatonic pattern, slide up into the next 
pentatonic pattern, then descend back to the lowest  
note of that pattern, then end by sliding back into  
the original pattern. 
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
 

 
 
Step 1) Play just the notes on the two lowest 
strings of the main pentatonic pattern, ascending, 
beginning with F at the 1 st  fret on the sixth 
string.  
 
Step 2) Immediately after playing C at the 3 rd  fret 
on the fifth string with your third finger, slide 
your fourth  finger up and play E-flat at the 6 th  
fret.  
 
Step 3) Then descend through the notes in the 
second pentatonic pattern until you play A-flat at 
the 4 th  fret on the sixth string with your second 
finger.  
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Step 4) To complete the exercise, slide your hand 
down into position to play the main pentatonic 
pattern at the first fret. Use your first finger to  
play F at the 1 st  fret.  
 
Exercise 19  
 
Now we'll follow the same concept, but play three 
strings of each pattern instead of two. 
 
So, we'll play the first six notes in the main 
pentatonic pattern, slide up into the next 
pentatonic pattern, play the notes in that pattern 
descending back to the lowest note of the pattern, 
then end by sliding back into the original pattern.  
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
 

 
 
Step 1) Play all the notes on the three lowest 
strings of the main pentatonic pattern, ascending, 
beginning with F at the 1 st  fret on the sixth 
string.  
 
Step 2) Immediately after playing F at the 3 rd  fret 
on the fourth string with your third finger, slide 
your fourth  finger up and play A-flat at the 6 th  
fret.  
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Step 3) Then descend through the notes in the 
second pentatonic pattern until you play A-flat at 
the 4 th  fret on the sixth string with your second 
finger.  
 
Step 4) To complete the exercise, slide your hand 
down into position to play the main pentatonic 
pattern at the first fret. Use your first finger to  
play F at the 1 st  fret.  
 
Exercise 20  
 
Now let's move to the top end of the main 
pentatonic pattern, the notes on the first and 
second strings – and do a similar move as in 
Exercises 18 and 19. 
 
We'll play the four notes on strings one and two in  
the main pentatonic shape, then slide up into the 
second pentatonic pattern and play the four notes 
there, then back down into the main pentatonic 
pattern to finish. 
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
 

 
 
Step 1) Play all the notes on the two highest 
strings of the main pentatonic pattern, ascending, 
beginning with C at the 1 st  fret on the second 
string.  
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Step 2) Immediately after playing A-flat at the 4 th  
fret on the first string with your fourth finger, 
slide your fourth  finger up and play B-flat at the 
6th  fret.  
 
Step 3) Then descend through the notes in the 
second pentatonic pattern until you play E-flat at 
the 4 th  fret on the second string with your second 
finger.  
 
Step 4) To complete the exercise, slide your hand 
down into position to play the main pentatonic 
pattern at the first fret. Use your first finger to  
play C at the 1 st  fret on the second string – the 
same note you started on.  
 
Exercise 21  
 
We'll move back to the low end again, but this time  
we'll work on locking the second and third 
pentatonic patterns together.  
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
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Exercise 22  
 
Now we'll work on the third and fourth pentatonic 
patterns. 
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
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Exercise 23  
 
One of the most important pattern exercises – a 
real-life move so commonly made in some of the 
greatest solos of all time – is to play a riff in 
the main pentatonic pattern low on the neck, then 
slide up one octave to play in the main pentatonic 
pattern where it repeats higher on the fretboard. 
 
So here we're beginning in the main pentatonic 
pattern at the 1 st  fret, then sliding up one octave 
to the same shape pattern played at the 13 th  fret, 
then back. Repeat. 
 
This one should be pretty easy, after you get used 
to the big 12-fret slide.  
 
Here is the sheet music and Tab for the exercise:  
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One Final Note  
 
All of the techniques and concepts demonstrated in 
this book and on the DVD in the section titled 
"Tips, Tricks and Techniques" require their own 
practice, just like the scales and arpeggios.  
 
Techniques – such as bends, unison bends, or 
vibrato – take time to develop, and you should plan  
on spending time solely focused on perfecting those  
techniques. They won't work right for you if you 
gloss over practicing the techniques – believe me, 
all your guitar heroes spent the time. You need to 
do so as well.  
 
Hey, even a long hour practicing nothing but your 
vibrato technique is still better than a long hour 
workin' for a livin', right?

How to actually tear a scale pattern apart into real, actually useful riffs.

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Django's Rhythm DVD In the world of Gypsy Jazz, the original Quintette of the Hot Club of 
France achieved an energy output seldom equaled or surpassed for 7 decades or so. Django 
wanted to have two rhythm guitars behind him when he soloed to give him a full sound. Then 
when Grappelli soloed, Django would interject himself between Grappelli and the rhythm 
guitar section. From this vantage point, he would “push” Grappelli with a series of well placed 
shots, shuffles, and turnarounds that would have the effect of driving the group to a greater 
energy output as the song approached its conclusion. In this DVD, the classic 4-to-the-bar 
rhythm is broken down into four separate unsable styles. After that, Django’s syncopated 
rhythm shots are analyzed and presented by example from a simple backbeat to 2-bar long 
syncopated strums. My own philosophy is that the rhythm guitar section is the most important 
component of the Gypsy Jazz group. The rhythm guitar should be in a position to drive and 
not follow the group. The information contained in this DVD will give you the rhythmic tools to 
infuse the sound with the energy that this genre of music deserves. Remember that rhythm 
guitar is NOT “second fiddle.”
